Film Europe has awarded the national prize for the successful presentation of Slovak cinematography overseas to actor Marek Igondo.

Bratislava Nov. 12, 2010 – Film Europe media company and the national television channels Kino CS, Doku CS and Muzika CS in cooperation with the International Film Festival Bratislava, awarded in succession for the third time the national award of Film Europe, for creative work done by a Slovak in the international film community and for representing Slovak cinematography abroad. During the closing ceremonies of the 12-year of the International Film Festival in Bratislava, which was held from November 5 to November 11, 2010. The third laureate of the FILM EUROPE AWARDS was actor Marko Igonda.

With Film Europe presenting the award, they concluded the first year of the FILM EUROPE AWARDS. As noted by Ivan Hronec, CEO of Film Europe “We gave this award to Marko Igonda because he is one of the most highly regarded figures of his generation of actors. As one of the few Slovak actors, he has managed to establish himself overseas. Besides theatre he has played in Slovak, Czech and American movies, such as: Behind Enemy Lines or Hannibal Rising” Mr. Hronec says further “We will further continue to award those who have managed to establish themselves overseas. For this reason I want the Slovak cultural community to take note of these people”.

Mark Igonda played the role of the German soldier Helmut Kampen in the film Interview with the Enemy. In 2008 at the Berlinale he was the finalist for Shooting Star, which is organized by European Film Promotion. The goal of this organization is to bring attention to young and talented actors. In the past Shooting Stars has introduced us to popular actors such as, Rachel Weisz, Oscar holder and Daniel Craig, also known as the current James Bond.
This year the film Legend of flying Cypriots had its premier in which he plays the leading role of the Cypriot monk and the IFF Bratislava featured the film in the section especially for local films - Made in Slovakia.
