Film Europe Media Company introduced its premier concept, Film Europe Channel, at conferences in Prague, Brussels and today at the film festival in Cannes.

Cannes May 15, 2011/ Bratislava -  Media company Film Europe after a year of preparation of the film TV channel Film Europe Channel, announced today at the conference for Film and Television: “Falling in love again”, that its project will be released in 2011. At the same time they introduced the concept for Europe’s first film television.

The Film Europe Channel is the first premier film channel which is focused primarily on European cinematography. Films will be in original form with subtitles “We will show the best films from across all European, but for now in Slovakia and the Czech republic and later in Europe, while in the long run we plan to air to the whole world. The Film Europe Channel will be the platform for the presentation of European culture and the strengthening of European identity in the heart and minds of many people. We are not however a subsidized project, we have an ambitious business plan. European films these days don’t move forward without blind support from the state. We need to wake up and pay more attention to the viewer and business partners, not ministries and state funds. Support deforms creativity and almost always character. European film needs a natural film ecosystem. Strategic support has its place, but should not dictate“ as was said by the CEO and general director of Film Europe Media Company, Ivan Hronec, for the audience at Buñuel auditorium at Palais des Festivals during the Cannes Film Festival.
Film Europe Channel offers all genres from all European countries. Ivan Hronec gave a closer view on his diplomatic mission at Cannes by noting “Yearly we air up to 400 films. From legends to films from young blood, comedies, action films, historic and sci-fi. We must change the stereotype. European films are mostly known from festivals. European films cannot be low budget socially depressive. The European film ecosystem is not about unsystematic state support“ 
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Ivan Hronec introduced the visual logo for Film Europe Channel and his program sights on a European presentation tour. In Prague before the members of the Czech Association of Electronic Communication (April 28) and a day later in Brussels at the prestigious conference “20 years of private television in Europe” (April 29) before an audience of European university academics, media and television companies, EU regulators, journalists and lobbyists.
Broadcasting of the Film Europe Channel begins in the autumn of 2011 in classic resolution (SD) and later in higher resolution (HD) and satellite and fiber optic lines. Film Europe Channel is prepared to broadcast in 3D.

With the release of the Film Europe Channel the webpage  www.filmeuropetv.eu will also go live.
